Aberdeen International Airport is a short drive from the hotel and for
those of you traveling by train from Aberdeen the railway station is around 6 miles away. The hotel’'s
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location on the south side of Aberdeen also makes it ideal for those coming from the Southern cities of
Edinburgh and Glasgow, as you have no need to negotiate the traffic of the city and complimentary
parking is available.

If
you are travelling by train you hotel can arrange to pick you up at Stonehaven station and take you to
Raemoir avoiding the city centre.

Furain Guest House, 8 miles west of Aberdeen centre is a late Victorian house built from red granite. A
family run business, Drum and Crathes castle are only a few minutes drive with some of the most beautiful
countryside in the UK right on the doorstep, the River Dee flowing nearby, offering plenty of scope for
walkers and fishermen. Golf can be arranged at Peterculter Golf Club, the local course. Regular buses run
from the front door both into the city and out into the countryside. The Furain is located less than a mile
from the course venue and is walkable although there is also a local bus service. Aberdeen City centre
can be reached by the number 19 bus and the Furain is approximately 3 miles from Aberdeen station, 8
miles from Aberdeen airport.
